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Antenna Care

Persons with pacemakers:

e Should ALWAYS keep the phone more than six inches from their
pacemaker when the phone is turned ON.

e Should not carry the phone in a breast pocket.

e Should use the ear opposite the pacemaker to minimize the potential for
interference.

If you have any reason to suspect that the interference is taking place, turn

your phone OFF immediately.

Hearing Aids

Some digital wireless phones may interfere with some hearing aids. In the
event of such interference you may want to consult your hearing aid
manufacturer to discuss alternatives.

Other Medical Devices

If you use any other personal medical device, consult the manufacturer of your
device to determine if they are adequately shielded from external RF energy.

Chapter 2: Basic Call Functions

2.1 One-Touch Dialing

There are two ways for you to do one-touch dialing while in standby mode:

On: you can choose this item to set current date and time. To set the date, use
alphanumeric keys to enter year, month and day, then press ® key to
confirm. To set the time, use &2 key or alphanumeric keys to enter hour
and minute, then press ®. If you want to clear a number, press © key.

Off: do not set and display current time.

Calendar (8-3)

When you enter this function, a calendar will be displayed on the screen, and
current date will be highlighted. If you haven't set current time and date yet,
please do it in function 8-2--Set Time. You can use the volume adjustment
key to jump to the last or next month, then press% key to select date forward
or backward.
